In the late 1990s, the Ford Motor Company Fund asked other employers what skills new hires lack when they join the workforce. Loud and clear, employers responded that these days, new employees lack skills of communication, critical thinking, teamwork and problem-solving. 

This week, on Thursday and Friday, 62 local teachers and three from Dallas will take part in a Ford Partnership for Advanced Studies and Alamo Community College District workshop to learn how to teach students those critical skills through everyday curriculum. 

"The best part is, you can use these strategies in any type of course work," said Janet Padilla, Ford PAS manager. "The idea is those are the 21st century skills that are needed, and they are imbedded in all of he curriculum. Even students that were prepared academically were lacking these skills." 

Carol Folbre, Texas' director of Ford PAS, said teachers in Edgewood, North East and San Antonio independent school districts will attend the training.
